WPCSA Rules will apply, Any rule changes will automatically be incorporated into this show. Rule Books will be in the show office
for reference, exhibitors are required to have a working knowledge of WPCSA rules. Every entry at a WPCSA sanctioned show
shall constitute an agreement between the exhibitor, OWPS, Mt. Hood Equestrian Center and WPCSA. This agreement is
written in full on the entry form. Participation acknowledges acceptance of all rules pertaining to the show. Entries must be
made in writing and the waiver on the entry form(s) must be signed by the Owner/Agent, handler(s), and parent of minor(s)
who shall assume risk(s) on behalf of the minor.

Photocopies of both sides of registration papers must accompany each entry (non-returnable). Photo copies of USEF or
WPCSA measurement card, or a current yearOs WPCSA measurement form, if applicable, must accompany the following
entries: (1) all animals age six or older (foaled 2003 or before) being shown in breed classes; and (2) all performance animals
regardless of age. Animals meeting these regulations that do not have the afore mentioned forms must be measured.

Registry requirements:  If you are showing a foal under one year that has not been registered, submit the sire & damOs names and
registration numbers, and the proposed registration name of the entry. A Welsh is considered one year old on the first of
January following actual date of foaling, and ages one year each January 1st. Half-Welsh must be registered with WPCSA or
points will not count.

Stallions, with the exception of current yearOs foals, ardo be handled by an adult 18 years of age or older. Unruly animals of any
sex will be excused!

All riders in classes where jumping is required, and when jumping anywhere on the show grounds, must wear APPROVED
SEI/ASTM HELMETS . Junior Exhibitors must wear approved protective headgear (ASTM/SEI) at all times whenever
mounted or in a driven vehicle at all times while on the show grounds._Protective head gear may be worn by Adult
Western & Stock Seat exhibitors without penalty. This also applies to Drivers, if they choose to wear a helmet.

A junior is 17 & under, an Adult is 18 or over. Age for the competition year is defined as starting on Dec. 1st and ending on Nov.
30th of 2010 even though you turn 18 during the competition year.

WPCSA preceding a class indicates the class is eligible for national points, subject to WPCSA rules. Owners and equitation riders
must be members of WPCSA for points to count. (WPCSA membership form is enclosed. Send this form directly to WPCSA -
do not send it with you entry.)

OWPS Classes are open to mixed sections, any combinations of A,B,C,D, and/or Half-Welsh and to all age riders unless otherwise
indicated. These classes do not qualify for WPCSA points. WPCSA rules do not apply to these classes. These classes may
qualify for OWPS year end High Points - see OWPS Hi-Point rules. (You must join OWPS by June 1st and show in the June
Show to qualify for OWPS Year-end points.)

Novice is defined as not having won three first places in that division (le. English, Western, Hunter or Driving) in a recognized
Welsh competition. Novice refers to either pony or exhibitor.

Awards: Ribbons will be awarded 1st-5th place. Stake classes pay to third place in addition to ribbons. $35 stake pays $20/1st,
$10/2nd, $5/3rd. To enter a stake class you must enter and show in one of the qualifying classes listed in the division with that
stake class. No payment will be made if less than 3 in a class. Stakes will be paid the day of the show. WPCSA Division
Champions and reserves will receive ribbons.

Entries must be postmarked on or before August 8th, 2009, all fees must be paid with entry. Post entry (postmarked after August
8", 2008) incurs a $5 post entry fee for each class entered, with a maximum of $25 per animal. No post entry fees for group
classes. WE WILL NOT ACCEPT HALTER ENTRIES AFTER 6 PM FRIDAY NIGHT (for Saturdays halter), PERFOMANCE
CLASSES AND DRIVING CLASSES MAY BE ENTERED UP TO 1 HOUR PRIOR TO THE CLASS ENTERED.

Fees: There will be a $5 office fee per pony. WPCSA Fees-$6.00 for double judged Halter and $3.00 for performance if not shown
in halter.$22 per class in halter, $12 per class in performance; Stake classes $20. $1 for switching classes. WPCSA measuring
fee for non-WPCSA memberOs ponies is $5 per cob/pony. Any NSF checks, includig bank fees and/or collection fees, must be
replaced by cash, money order or cashier®s check within 30 days. Failure to do so will result in a notice to WPCSA. A
veterinarian or medical statement is required for any refund of class fees, requests & statements to be sent to show manager.
The committee reserves the right to decline any entry and to return any entry before, during or after the show without being
liable for compensation or damages. Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy and/or disobedience to the judges,
officials, staff or committee on the part of the owner, rider or groom shall disqualify the animal and the owner will forfeit his/her
entry and other fees.

Body: Refinement

obvious more so than in any other pony breed with emphasis toward an athletic riding type. Exhibits a longer neck, higher

and more pronounced withers, a longer croup that is slightly sloping with a tail set at medium height and slender throught

the girth. Limbs: Dry limbs with flat knees, correct alignment, dense and medium sized hooves. Movement: Regular and

correct cadence with a large stride. Even, energentic and elastic rhythm. No exaggerated knee action. Exhibits significant

implusion from the hindquarters. Special Hallmarks: An easy keeper, good natured ready and willing to go, courageous

and intelligent.

OWPS Classes are open to mixed sections, any combinations of A,B,C,D, and/or Half-Welsh and to all age riders unless
otherwise indicated. These classes do not qualify for WPCSA points. WPCSA rules do not apply to these classes. These
classes may qualify for OWPS year end High Points - see OWPS Hi-Point rules. (You must join OWPS by June 1st and
show in the June Show to qualify for OWPS Year-end points.)

Novice is defined as not having won three first places in that division (le. English, Western, Hunter or Driving) in a
recognized Welsh competition. Novice refers to either pony or exhibitor.
